Thank you for your continued support.

This 45-year-old male comes here for followup today. He has polycythemia however the workup was nondiagnostic for any genetic mutation such as CALR JAK-2, or MPL mutation. So, he does have polycythemia most likely polycythemia vera, however, we could not find any detectable mutation nonetheless treatment would not change. His last hemoglobin at 17.6 and hematocrit was 52.6 so he will need phlebotomy today.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 238 pounds, and blood pressure 147/92 he says normally it is in normal range.

HEENT: Face: His face was flushed.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES: Polycythemia Vera.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We went ahead and took out one pint of blood through phlebotomy and he is advised to come back for followup in one month.
