The patient states he came in today because he is now having difficulty making the fist and has had significant increased swelling and redness.

The patient reports that he just he had a tetanus shot about the 11 or 12 months ago. Nothing else. Nothing follows.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He endorses alcohol use. Denies drug or tobacco use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 99/54.

Pulse 107.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

Right hand diffusely edematous erythematous. His hand is globally warm to touch. He has reduced range of motion of all digits. He has a positive Finkelstein test. He has two puncture wounds on the dorsal surface of his hands. There is no bleeding or discharge. No fluctuance. No induration.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Right hand pain.
2. Tenosinovitis

3. Dog bite.

4. Cellulitis.

PLAN: The patient denies lengthy discussion about his condition and severity of dog bite and the importance of getting care from a specialist. I called several hand specialists and because of insurance issues they could not have taken care of this patient. The patient was sent to the emergency room for further evaluation.
The patient was offered Tylenol 1000 mg he declined. He requested Darvocet.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none. Darvocet was not given.
