Dear Dr. Brzozka:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Roebuck with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension and anemia.  Her last visit was July 28, 2025.  She has been feeling well.  Her weight is unchanged.  No recent hospitalizations or procedures since her last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No peripheral edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight propranolol 60 mg daily, amlodipine is 2.5 mg daily, lisinopril with hydrochlorothiazide 10/12.5 mg one daily, Ozempic is 2 mg weekly, also Lipitor, glipizide, low-dose aspirin, over-the-counter vitamin B12 and vitamin D3, also Celexa and Topamax 25 mg three times a day.
Physical Examination:  Weight 190 pounds, pulse 77 and blood pressure 124/78.  Neck is supple.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender without ascites.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done January 7, 2026; creatinine is 1.56 with estimated GFR of 36; she does fluctuate levels quite a lot; previous levels were 1.18, 1.44 and the highest we see is 1.97 on 12/10/24 and calcium is 9.7.  Electrolytes are normal, albumin 4.5, phosphorus 3.8. Hemoglobin is 11.1 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  She will continue to get lab studies done every three months.
2. Hypertension is well controlled.
3. Diabetic nephropathy well controlled on the Ozempic weekly and she will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
