Dear Dr. Horsley:
This is a followup for Alice with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  Multiple falls, some of them with visits to the emergency room.  No loss of consciousness.  No trauma to the head.  No focal areas.  Chronic stasis lower extremities 3+ edema up to the knees.  Has a pacemaker, follows with Dr. Kehoe for aortic systolic murmur.
Review of Systems:  I did review of systems, noncontributory.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Lasix and metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 200 pounds and blood pressure 118/74 on the left wrist.  Similar numbers at home.  Left eye deviated to the left and right eye normal.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Chronic stasis and edema of lower extremities.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from January; creatinine 1.55, which is baseline for many years and GFR 31 stage IIIB-IV.  Other labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB-IV stable for many years.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Normal potassium.  Bicarbonate mildly elevated from diuretics.  Normal sodium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  PTH is not elevated.  Anemia stable without EPO treatment.  Has aortic systolic murmur, consider severe low flow and low gradient, clinically not symptomatic and following cardiology Dr. Kehoe.  Come back in the next 6 to 9 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
