Dear Mrs. Geitman:
This is a followup for Arthur with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in July.  Two areas of skin cancer on the face removed, Dr. Messenger.  Chronic incontinence of stress.
Review of Systems:  Negative.  He follows rheumatology Dr. Laynes.  He does not want to take any methotrexate or folic acid and that was discontinued.
Medications:  Diabetes and episodes of hypoglycemia for what he is on long-acting insulin, Tresiba dose decreased to 8 units at night.  I will mention diabetes, triglycerides and cholesterol management.  For blood pressure, the lisinopril 5 mg. He remains on prednisone 1 mg a day.
Physical Examination:  Weight 179 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 152/69.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from January; creatinine 1.5 and stable for many years and representing a GFR of 45 stage III.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Stable nutrition, calcium and water.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  Check blood pressure at home.  Follow up with the other consultants.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
