Dear Sirs at Isabella County Medical Facility:
This is a followup for Mr. Dent with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in July.  Comes accompanied with wife.  It is my understanding he did have CVA left posteriorly affecting his right lower extremity.  He was supposed to do a cardiac cath, transferred from Mount Pleasant to Bay City because of question myocardial infarction, before this was done, he developed the neurovascular event; at the end, they never did the cardiac cath.  He was also supposed to do a redo bladder prostate TURP procedure, which has been canceled; urology, Dr. Kershen. So, presently comes in a wheelchair, supposed to wear a right ankle brace for the foot drop.  He did have 3 liter urinary retention and presently has a Foley catheter without infection, cloudiness or blood.  No abdominal or back pain.  No fever, nausea or vomiting.  No bowel changes.  Presently, has not required any supplemental oxygen or CPAP machine.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, orthopnea or PND.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed. Prior losartan and metformin discontinued.  Presently, Norvasc, Proscar, Flomax, aspirin, Zoloft and Jardiance.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at the facility 123/71.  Present weight 151 pounds that had dropped from before 163 pounds. Blood pressure 126/70.  No gross respiratory distress. Intermittently, some problems finding words, but no severe expressive aphasia.  Lungs are clear.  Has a loud aortic systolic murmur, appears regular.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No edema.  The drop of the right foot.
Labs:  Chemistries few days ago, mild anemia 13.6.  Electrolytes and acid base close to normal.  Creatinine 2.3, which is baseline for the last few years representing a GFR of 29 to stage IV.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
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Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV slowly progressive over time, likely from hypertension and recent urinary retention.  Urological procedure postponed.  Question recent myocardial infarction.  No procedures were done.  On rehabilitation for the right lower extremity weakness.  I have no records of the encounter, we will try to obtain it from Bay City discharge summary.  Blood pressure well controlled.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  All chemistries are stable.  Follow with the other consultants.  Continue to monitor.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
