Dear Carley:
This is a followup for Mr. Claybaugh with hypertensive nephrosclerosis with diabetic nephropathy by biopsy.  Last visit in July.  Decreased urinary flow, but no burning, cloudiness or blood.  No abdominal pain, back pain or fever.  Uses a cane.  No falling episode.  No anti-inflammatory agents.  Right knee the worse.  Some nasal congestion.  No oxygen.  No inhalers.  No orthopnea or PND.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Started on Flomax.  I want to highlight the diuretics, potassium, terazosin, Norvasc, nitrates, Coreg, diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Today, blood pressure 141/71 by nurse and weight 192 pounds.  Lungs are clear.  Distant heart tones, but no pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No gross edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from November; creatinine 1.96, which is baseline and GFR 32 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, biopsy proven hypertensive nephrosclerosis and diabetic nephropathy.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Minor metabolic alkalosis from diuretics.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Normal potassium and sodium concentration.  No need for EPO treatment.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
