SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 67-year-old married Caucasian male, living at 15343 Petrie Street, Roseville, MI 48066, with his wife and son. His telephone number is 586-774-9954. Leslie described that he has been doing good, sleeping good, and eating good. He had good holidays and has no trouble or any behavioral issues or any problem in relationship with his wife. He indicated that medication is working, but he is low on medications and wanted to have some medication. He is on Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d. and Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, Depakote 500 mg twice a day. He was alert and oriented to date, month and year. His mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. His judgment and insight seems to be improved. The patient has been showing stability in his mood and behavior. 
ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, symptomatically stable. No involuntary tremors or any symptoms of akathisia, restlessness, or dystonia.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan. I will send a prescription for these medications for a refill for 90 days. He will continue to work on his diet and exercise and try to be consistent and compliant. I discussed with him on several occasions to see a therapist, but he does not have any intention to do that. I further discussed that he has to get his blood work done so that his Depakote level should be checked and liver enzymes to make sure that he does not have any side effect. I also discussed with his wife Christine. A 30-day followup appointment was given.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
