This is a progress report on Hilpa Patel.

The patient came to the office today with complaining of significant cough ongoing for last few weeks shortness of breath and wheezing. The patient works as a flight attendant and she feels such symptoms more while up in the air.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of similar episodes off and on for last few years. She has seen pulmonologist. She had a bronchial biopsy also and she was found to have interstitial disease and alveolitis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is a 57-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 105 pounds, and blood pressure 137/86.
Eyes/ENT: Showed tender sinuses especially frontal. Throat was congested and postnasal drip.

Neck: Lymph node not palpable.

Lungs: Bilateral wheezing.

Heart: Normal.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Acute on chronic bronchitis.

2. Significant exacerbation.

3. Neutropenia.

4. Hypothyroidism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I would go ahead and give her Rocephin program IV with 250 sodium chloride over two hours and then I will put her on Medrol Dosepak and Ceftin 500 mg twice daily for 15 days and if she is not better she could call us we will get a chest x-ray. I also advised her to rest for at least six weeks or so and continue inspiratory spirometry.
