CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 72-year-old African-American female with shortness of breath.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 72-year-old female who reports shortness of breath which occurred on 12/27/2025. She was then seen at an urgent care five days prior to the current evaluation. She was subsequently sent to the emergency room from the Urgent Care Center. She was felt to have congestive heart failure and was given Lasix. The patient has continued with dyspnea. This is worsened by exertion. Her exercise tolerance is approximately one block. She has had no chest pain. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Prediabetes.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Cataracts.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Eye surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Carvedilol 20 mg one daily, vitamin D3 one daily, and furosemide 20 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, unknown reaction.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with history of congestive heart failure and leaky valve. Maternal grandmother died of aneurysm. A sister died of myocardial infarction.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a prior smoker. She quit in 2003. She notes occasional alcohol use, but denies any drug use.\

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Neck: She has stiffness and pain.

Psychiatric: She has insomnia.

Hematologic: She reports easy bruising and history of anemia.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 104/64, pulse 88, respiratory rate 20, height 68”, and weight 214.2 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Exam reveals a grade 2/6 systolic murmur in the aortic region.
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm with PVCs they are deep T-wave changes in the anterior lead.
IMPRESSION: A 72-year-old female with:

1. Congestive heart failure. She has history of hypertension.

2. Prediabetes.

3. Abnormal EKG. 

PLAN:
1. We will obtain coronary CT angio with FFR.

2. CBC, Chem. 20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, and TSH.
3. Echocardiogram.

4. Prescriptions Entresto 24/26 mg one p.o. b.i.d. #60.

5. Jardiance 10 mg one p.o. daily #30.

6. Followup in one month.
