CC: Followup on vaginal bleeding.
HPI: A 47-year-old female who has had some intermittent vaginal bleeding for the past several months; about two months ago, at an ER visit, she had a D&C, which helped decrease the bleeding both in amount and frequency. The patient also had a recent CBC drawn, so I wanted to review that with her as well. She was seen in her room in good spirits, stated that she had family come and visit her throughout the day and she enjoyed having the company. As to the vaginal bleeding, she stated that she has been having some intermittent spotting and, on 12/26/2025, the patient had an injection of Lupron Depot 3.75 mg and she states that since the injection there has been a decrease in the frequency and quantity of spotting. I asked if she had had any cramping and she stated some mild cramping as though she were going to have a period. The patient also had a CBC drawn yesterday and so reviewed it with her today. Her H&H are 9.0 and 29.9, which are very good for the patient as her hemoglobin had been around 7 and hematocrit in the mid-20s. Overall, we will continue with treatment as is. Another thing, her MCV and MCH are WNL, so the treatment with iron has been effective. We will continue as is for now and then review in the next 60 days and may be able to either discontinue it or decrease the frequency of dosing.
