HPI: When seen earlier, the patient had cough and congestion with some rhonchi. The cough was persistent, so she had a chest x-ray ordered and it was completed, the results returned with a small left basilar pneumonia. Given the patient’s age of 92, I took a more aggressive stance and ordered Levaquin; we will do 750 mg one p.o. q.7 days, monitor patient’s O2 sat as well as respiratory rate and, if they are abnormal, then we will place the patient on supplemental O2 per nasal cannula. I encouraged the patient to rest for the next several days and she can have meals in her room as well; by the sixth of the month, if she is starting to feel more energetic and has had at least four days of antibiotic in her, she can go to the dining room if she chooses.
General care. Reviewed this with her and the staff present, so they are aware of all of the above.
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
