CC: Dental pain.

HPI: An 87-year-old gentleman who had just complained of dental discomfort when he was eating and it would be throbbing and uncomfortable when not eating. There is some mild sensitivity to cold versus heat. He states it has just been going on a few days, but in the past, it occurred and then just been okay, but recently started. He denies any fevers or chills. No headache. 
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, IBS, HLD, psoriatic arthritis, HTN, and cardiac arrhythmia with pacemaker.

MEDICATIONS: Ativan 0.5 mg one p.o. at 5 p.m., Lipitor 80 mg h.s., Plavix one p.o. q.d., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., Norco 5/325 mg one p.o. b.i.d., and sulfasalazine 500 mg one tablet q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant gentleman who was seen in room, able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 139/83, pulse 71, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, O2 sat 95%, height 5’5”. He weighs 163 pounds with a BMI of 27.1.

HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. Corrective lenses in place. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. A molar on his right bottom was the area of discomfort. There is evident dental caries. Gums slightly edematous. No drainage.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

NEURO: He is alert and oriented x 2 to 3. Speech clear. He can give information. Affect congruent to situation.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dental caries. Augmentin 875/125 mg one p.o. q.8h. x 1 week ordered. Referral for dental evaluation of the tooth probably just needs to be pulled and with his cardiac disease, it will be of benefit to just address this issue now. The patient is in agreement.
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
