


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Followup on labs and moved to LTC unit.

HPI: A 77-year-old female seen in Hallway III where she is now residing after having spent several months in the skilled care section. She is resting comfortably. She told me that she prefer to remain where she had been, but understands the reason for moving. Her only concern is night staff do not respond to her call light. She is cognizant of when she needs to have her brief changed or be repositioned. UTIs have been an issue. She does have an indwelling Foley. Apart from that the patient is pleasant, cooperative with care and optimistic about her outcome. 
DIAGNOSES: Generalized muscle weakness, dysphagia, hoarse voice with soft volume and chronic SOB. The patient now has a tracheostomy, a PEG tube with continuous feeds, and she has a pressure ulcer of the sacrum stage III and pressure ulcer of the right hip stage III. She does receive wound care. 
MEDICATIONS: DuoNeb b.i.d., amiodarone 200 mg b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., and brimonidine eye drops left eye b.i.d. She is currently on Keflex 500 mg b.i.d. for seven days, folic acid 1 mg q.d., guaifenesin 400 mg t.i.d., Norco 7.5/325 mg one q.6h. p.r.n., Lantus 15 units b.i.d., MiraLax q.d., MVI q.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., Pro-Stat 30 mL q.d., Senna Plus two tablets q.d., Zoloft 12.5 mg q.d., and thiamine 100 mg one tablet q.d. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably in her room. She is alert and looks to be in good spirits, pleasant and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/80, pulse 73, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, O2 sat 98%, FSBS 141, and height 5’6”. She weighs 134.2 pounds with a BMI of 21.7.

HEENT: Her hair is combed. EOMI. PERLA. She wears corrective lenses. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. 

NECK: Supple with clear carotids.

ABDOMEN: Soft, slightly distended, and nontender. Bowel sounds present. PEG tube secured. Stoma is clear.

GU: The patient has indwelling Foley. Urine is slightly concentrated, but clear.
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RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x2. She has to reference for date and time. Speech is clear. She is in good spirits. Affect congruent with situation. She is able to make her needs known.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. UA followup. UA was obtained on 1/14/26. The only notable thing was leukocyte esterase of 500 and WBC count of greater than 50 with C&S pending. The patient was empirically started by the Optum nurse on Keflex 500 mg b.i.d. for seven days today being day 1 and we will go ahead and complete.

2. CBC review. WBC count elevated at 12.33 and otherwise is WNL.
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
