CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient stated that he has significant headache sinus type, cough, right thigh numbness and recent travel.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient traveled to Middle East and in the plane he started feeling headache which progressively got worse and also started coughing. The coughing is worse in the nighttime. There was no blood in the saliva.

The patient also noticed small area of numbness on the right thigh which he never had it before. It is sometimes discomforting. Also the patient has been walking a lot. He also developed pain in the legs without any calf swelling.

The patient stated that the cough is productive and it is worse for the last 24 hours.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or open wounds.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on enalapril 10 mg tablet one tablet daily. Also the patient has chronic back pain and he goes for chiropractic treatment once or twice a week.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and both traveled to Middle East. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes or alcohol use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals sinus type headache. Nasal passages are congested without any active bleeding.
Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right thigh examination reveals just above knee anteriorly and laterally there is a small area 4 to 5 inches feeling of numbness with some tenderness and there are no rashes.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
