The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. The patient is currently in his 5th benefit period from 11/28/2025 to 01/26/2026. This will be shared with the hospice medical director as well. Rodolof is an 80-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with history of Parkinson’s disease without dyskinesia and essential hypertension. The patient’s son was interviewed Philip and his wife Sylvia who tell me that patient is doing “terrible”. He is totally and completely bed bound they cannot have them sit-up and he needs help with all his movements in bed of course he is ADL dependent. He has bowel and bladder incontinent. He can only tolerate full liquid and that must be given to very slowly. He is talking in gibberish. His rash that he had few weeks ago has now resolved. He is very weak. He has developed stage I decubitus ulcer about his buttocks. He has protein calorie malnutrition. His MAC is 27. His PPS is at 40%. He is now slipped down to FAST score of 7D. He is quite confused. He is no longer oriented to person, place, or time. He is eating about 20% of his meals. His O2 saturation is at 89 to 90% on room air. He has hypoventilation. He is sleeping at least 12 to 14 hours a day. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. He continues to deteriorate rather quickly both mentally and physically as noted by my interview from Philip his sons and his wife. Overall prognosis is guarded. Most likely has less than six months to live.
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
