This visit took place for face-to-face evaluation. The patient is in her fourth benefit period from 12/04/2025 to 12/01/2026.
This is an 88-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. She lives with her daughter, Patrice. She also has protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss, increased confusion, weakness and debilitation. The patient also has CHF, kidney failure and atrial fibrillation. Her daughter, Patrice, is very concerned about her. She does not believe “she is going to last much longer.” She has a KPS score of 40%. FAST score is at 7A. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, has protein-calorie malnutrition, sleeping 12-14 hours a day, eats very little, ADL dependent. The patient is expected to do poorly. Her blood pressure today was 110/60, pulse 92, respirations 18 and O2 sat 93% on room air. The patient also has bilateral ankle edema most likely due to protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient’s L-MAC is 23.5. The patient’s weight loss is considered unavoidable. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
