Dear Lisa:
This is a followup for Rose with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and diet-controlled diabetes.  Last visit in August.  No hospital emergency room.  Recent upper respiratory symptoms apparently chest x-ray no pneumonia.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Uses a walker.  No falling episode.  No oxygen.  No severe dyspnea.  No orthopnea.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medications highlight beta-blockers, losartan and diuretics.  Comes accompanied with daughter.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure in the office it runs high, needs to be checked at home.  No localized rales.  No pericardial rub.  Recently received Rocephin, steroids and Z-PAK.  No abdominal distention or ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in December, creatinine 1.6, which is baseline and GFR 33 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying hypertension, tolerating ARB losartan.  Low sodium represents free water, not severe.  Upper potassium and normal acid base.  Nutrition in the low side.  Normal calcium and phosphorus.  No binders.  Anemia no need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
