HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 67-year-old male patient here today as followup. He was here approximately a week ago on 01/09/2026, and he had complained of sore throat at that point. We did a strep test and it came back positive. We gave him antibiotics and it has totally resolved. He feels much better. No new complaint offered today. I have done a complete review of systems, completely negative except for some nasal stuffiness for which he is going to take an over-the-counter nasal spray, which I have affirmed that that would be the right step to take.
The patient denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, abdominal pain or activity intolerance. He carries on his everyday activities in normal form and fashion; once again, no issues.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Chart reviewed, no changes since last office visit.
MEDICATIONS: Once again, nothing has changed since the last office visit.
ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for tobacco or smoking or extracurricular drugs.

Overall, he states he is doing well now.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed, is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 157/88, pulse 85, respirations 18, temperature 98, and oxygen saturation 98% on room air.
HEENT: Largely unremarkable. I have reviewed his oral pharyngeal area, it is non-erythematous. Also, bilateral ears, the tympanic membranes are visibly seen. No sign of infection. Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Nose: No mucosal edema. No rhinorrhea.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses or lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory pattern is observed.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese. Soft and nontender.
EXTREMITIES: There is no lower extremity edema. He has +5 muscle strength in all extremities. He is able to arise from a seated position at first attempt.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. He is here for followup on his strep throat that we are going to have a diagnosis of strep throat followup. It is completely resolved; the strep test today was negative.
2. The patient will not be given any medications today. He agrees with this plan and he will return to clinic as needed in the future.
