HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 60-year-old woman who comes in today for evaluation of multiple medical issues and problems. The patient was seen by Dr. Halberdier over the weekend. Dr. Halberdier thought the patient needed to have her thyroid looked at.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has had a history of thyroid nodule today. She also has a long-standing hypertension, low thyroid, hyperlipidemia, and gastroesophageal reflux.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had a hysterectomy in the past, the only surgery she has had.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed opposite page.
ALLERGIES: She has no allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She has only been pregnant twice. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She is divorced. She works at the school system here in Cleveland.
MAINTENANCE EXAMINATION: Mammogram: Up-to-date. Colonoscopy: The patient had her Cologuard done.
The patient also has a blood work done today that which we will go over at a later date.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: The patient’s ultrasound today shows no change in her pelvic exam. Soft tissue shows minimal lymphadenopathy. Abdominal ultrasound shows a fatty liver. Thyroid cysts, which were seen in the past, are gone. No evidence of aortic aneurysm noted in face of hypertension. Her bladder was within normal limits. Her carotid arteries showed no worsening calcification from before. Echocardiogram is stable with an ejection fraction of 55 to 60%. Kidneys within normal limits in face of long-standing hypertension. The findings were discussed with the patient. Today’s visit was based on time; 45 minutes was spent with the patient.
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
