Dear Dr. Powers:

This is a followup for Mr. Dingman with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July.  Denies hospital admission.  Recently treated for urinary tract infection with Macrobid, symptoms resolving.  There was no fever, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.  No cloudiness or blood in the urine, but increased frequency and dysuria.  No abdominal back pain.
Review of System:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the lisinopril, HCTZ otherwise diabetes and cholesterol management.  Takes no calcium or vitamin D.
Physical Examination:  Weight 181 and blood pressure 100/60 on the right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries January, creatinine 1.4 previously 1.56 and GFR 39 stage IIIB.  Minor increase of calcium.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, albumin and phosphorus.  Anemia 11.7.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying diabetes and hypertension.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No phosphorus binders.  Calcium elevated.  Presently no calcium or vitamin D.  PTH appropriately suppressed.  No major activity in the urine, negative for protein and trace of blood significantly negative.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Same medications.  Blood pressure low side but not symptomatic.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
