Dear Dr. Al-Abed:

This is a followup for Mr. June with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July.  He has established care with your service family practice at Midland.  Recent upper respiratory symptoms that are improving.  No hospital admission.  No fever.  No vomiting.  No diarrhea.  No changes in urination.  Chronic dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.
Review of Systems:  Negative.  Prior aortic mitral valve replacement, bypass surgery and ablation.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Jardiance, Bumex, amlodipine, bisoprolol and Coumadin.
Physical Examination:  Weight 235 and blood pressure 110/62 on the left-sided.  Device on the left upper chest.  Coarse rales on the bases.  No wheezing.  No pleural effusion.  Has atrial fibrillation.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries December, creatinine 2.3, which is in the good side of his baseline representing a GFR 28.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No progression.  Valve replacement anticoagulation.  No active bleeding.  No need for EPO treatment.  Stable potassium and acid base.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Tolerating Jardiance without infection in the urine.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
