Dear Dr. Stebelton:

This is a followup for Mrs. Loomis with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July.  Recently treated for upper respiratory symptoms and COPD exacerbation with doxycycline already improved.  No hospital admission.  No pneumonia.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No fever.  No vomiting, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  Stable orthopnea.  Follows cardiology Dr. Krepostman, visit in December stable.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight Demadex, metolazone, potassium replacement, Aldactone, beta-blockers and on dapagliflozin.
Physical Examination:  Present weight down to 127, previously 137 and blood pressure 106/70 on the left-sided.  Aortic valve replacement.  Increased S2.  Systolic murmur.  No rales or wheezes.  No pleural effusion.  Irregular rhythm.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries January, creatinine 1.2 in the good side of the baseline and GFR will be 44 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptom.  No dialysis.  No EPO treatment.  Normal potassium.  No phosphorus binders.  Chemistries stable.  PTH normal.  Tolerating present regimen.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
