Dear Dr. Joslin:

This is a followup for Mr. Dodge who has history of bladder, prostate and testicular cancer.  Has an ileal conduit, and chronic kidney disease from obstructive uropathy.  Last visit in July.  Few pounds weight gain.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Some problems with his teeth.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urine output.  No abdominal back pain or fever.  No bleeding.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  He follows cardiology Meijer Center in Grand Rapids for his redo aortic valve replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 230 and blood pressure 128/70 on the left-sided.  Lungs are clear.  Increased S2, regular rhythm.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Minimal edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries January, creatinine 1.58, which is baseline and GFR 47 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Low sodium representing free water is mild.  Normal potassium and acid base.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Normal hemoglobin.  No need for EPO treatment.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.  Continue his valproic acid and Lamictal.  Presently takes no blood pressure medicines.  No ACE inhibitors.  No ARBs.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
