Dear Crystal:

This is a followup for Theresa with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in August.  Comes accompanied with husband.  No hospital visit.  Follows cardiology Dr. Berlin.  Has cardiomyopathy clinically stable.  Stable weight.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or urinary changes.  Denies increase of dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  She goes to the casino and walks long distances.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight beta-blockers, Entresto, Demadex, digoxin, potassium, Eliquis and cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 193 and blood pressure 116/79 by nurse.  Few rales on the left base.  No gross respiratory distress.  No oxygen.  Device on the left upper chest.  No pericardial rub.  No gross ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries January, creatinine 1.2 if anything better than baseline.  Stable anemia.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  GFR 45.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Tolerating all medications for congestive heart failure.  No potassium or acid base abnormalities.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Clinically stable.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see her back in six months.  We will add digoxin to her regimen.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
