Gerard Malcomson has been under my care for several years. He has been seeing me monthly since 11/11/2025. He has been diagnosed with opioid use disorder, now in remission, and attention deficit hyperactivity disorder predominantly inattentive. About one year ago, he took an overdose of medication and was hospitalized at the South Oaks Hospital. South Oaks applied for an AOT order. It should be noted that Mr. Malcomson was under severe stress at that time having fallen victim to a scam. He was also having severe marital problems which have now resolved. He and his wife now feel that the AOT order is not helping him. He feels that his life is being controlled by the AOT system. He has not expressed any suicidal or violent ideation. I spoke to his wife at length today and she confirms that he is no longer a danger to self or to others. She is supervising his medication. He is no longer depressed. He is compliant with the medication regimen. He keeps his appointments with me. He is looking for a therapist that he will be comfortable with. 

In summary, Mr. Malcomson’s psychiatric condition is much improved. I feel he no longer meets criteria for AOT and can safely be taken off AOT. He has a supportive family. As of his most recent visit of 01/08/2026, he had no suicidal or homicidal ideation. He was euthymic. He was completely cooperative with the treatment plan.
