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HISTORY: This is a 23-year-old female here requesting a consultation for MRI, x-ray, and ultrasound of her back. The patient indicated that she recently moved from Las Vegas to Texas and is not sure if she will stay or go back; however, her primary care provider last time saw her, had made these requests for further evaluation of a spinal cord cyst and she indicated that she would like to have these studies and depending on the results, she will decide whether to go back to Las Vegas for further care or stay here in Texas.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed. Significant for chronic back pain secondary to a spinal cyst.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and none.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. Gabapentin, Flexeril, and occasional hydrocodone.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed. The patient endorsed tobacco use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and none.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports radicular pain to her lower extremities. She reports ongoing back pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, obese young lady.

EXTREMITIES: She bears weight well with no antalgic gait. There is no muscle atrophy. Strength in the lower extremity is 5/5.
BACK: No deformity. No step off. No erythema. No edema of the posterior dermatological area.
ASSESSMENT:
1. History of spinal cyst.

2. Chronic radicular pain.

PLAN: The following requisitions for consults were given to the patient.

1. X-ray of her L-spine.

2. Ultrasound of her L-spine.

3. MRI of her L-spine.
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She was also given a refill of gabapentin 300 mg, she will take one p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain #90, no refills.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
