PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 105/58.

Pulse 50.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.
LEFT INDEX FINGER: Soft tissue swelling in the region of the MIPJ. Reduced range of motion secondary to mild discomfort. Neurovascularly intact. Tenderness to palpation of MIPJ.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Avulsion fracture, acute left index finger fracture, left index finger pain.

2. Acute soft tissue edema, left index finger.

PLAN: X-ray was done today. X-ray revealed avulsion fracture in the region of the MIPJ, also soft tissue swelling.
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The patient was placed in a splint which he brought with him, but the splint was secured with Ace wrap and was referred to hand specialist. He declined pain medication.
