CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 74-year-old male with irregular heartbeat.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 74-year-old male who reports an irregular heartbeat over the last several weeks. He first noted symptoms of irregular heartbeat several years earlier; however, it went away. He now notes occasional chest discomfort, which is resolved with burping. He notes irregular heartbeat, which occurs randomly.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Hydrochlorothiazide 12.5 mg one daily.

2. Losartan 100 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: A sister had colon cancer. An older sister had atrial fibrillation.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes occasional cigarette and alcohol use, but denies any drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Gastrointestinal: He has hemorrhoids.

He does report easy bruising.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 141/65, pulse 82, respiratory rate 16, height 72 inches, and weight 181.8 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 67 bpm and otherwise unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION: This is a 74-year-old male who presents with complaints of palpitation. He has history of hypertension. He notes rare chest discomfort.
PLAN: We will obtain echocardiogram, perform stress test and Zio Patch. In addition, we will obtain lab work to include CBC, magnesium, chemistries, A1c, lipid panel, and TSH. I will see him in followup in approximately one month.
