CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 91-year-old gentleman with a history of hypothyroidism on replacement therapy with levothyroxine. He had a change in his levothyroxine dose to 88 mcg q.d. that was started on 10/15/2025. He was on this dose approximately 10 and half weeks before a followup TSH was performed and returns today at 5.2 to slightly over the high end of normal. The patient’s previous TSH was suppressed at 0.21 while on 125 mcg daily of levothyroxine. The patient has no complaints of fatigue, constipation, weight gain, or depression. The patient has taken a thyroid supplement for many years and has had problems in the past of getting the right dosage with a normal TSH.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hypothyroid on levothyroxine 88 mcg q.d. The patient TSH is slightly elevated at 5.22 with 5.00 being the high end of normal. I am continuing with 88 mcg of levothyroxine five days a week and will add 100 mg on Monday and Thursday and recheck of TSH will be done on 03/09/26.
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
