Dear Megan:

This is a followup for Mr. Hibl with prior history primary hyperparathyroidism, two out of four glands removed.  Last visit in April 2025.  He follows urology for enlargement of the prostate, upcoming laser treatment sometime in May.  Severe nocturia.  Blood pressure well controlled at home 130s/50s.
Review of System:  Extensive review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, highlight Norvasc, losartan and HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 140/60 on the right-sided.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries, normal potassium, acid base, electrolytes, liver function test and cell count.
Assessment and Plan:  Primary hyperparathyroidism and prior two out of four glands removed.  Normal calcium.  Normal kidney function.  Blood pressure fair.  Needs to continue checking at home, which is at goal under 130/80, tolerating present blood pressure medicines.  From the renal standpoint nothing active.  He will follow urology for his enlargement of the prostate.  No follow-up needed.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
