Dear Mrs. Beatty:

This is a followup for Shirley with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in July.  Uses a walker.  No hospital visit.  Denies gastrointestinal symptoms.  Has chronic incontinence wears pad.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Her daughter brings food home.  Another daughter on dialysis lives in Lansing.  Extensive review of systems was done.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No orthopnea.  Uses inhalers as needed.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice losartan and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home apparently in the 150s, today was 140/50 left-sided.  Stable weight.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Premature beats.  No ascites or tenderness.  Minimal edema.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries in January, creatinine 1.8 she has fluctuated between 1.4 and 1.8 through the years and present GFR 27 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No dialysis.  Underlying hypertension, tolerating losartan.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
