Dear Annu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Bollman with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July.  Uses oxygen 3 liters inhalers at BiPAP.  Comes accompanied with husband.  No hospital visit.  Three meals a day.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine.  Some nasal congestion.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Husband has noticed some memory issues.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  A number of inhalers.  I will highlight diuretics two of them and lisinopril.  Started on magnesium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Presently alert and oriented to person.  Blood pressure 130/82.  COPD abnormalities.  Distant breath sounds.  No pericardial rub.  No gross ascites.  Minor edema.
Labs:  Chemistries show creatinine 2.0 she has been above2 since September 2025 progressive overtime representing a GFR of 26 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV progressive at the same time no symptoms and no dialysis.  Probably underlying hypertension.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  We will monitor potassium in the upper side.  Continue same low dose of ACE inhibitors and diuretics.  Metabolic alkalosis from diuretics.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
