Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Mr. Hatt with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and calcium oxalate stones.  Last visit in July.  Follows urology Dr. Kershen at Bay City.  Ultrasound stones without obstruction.  No treatment indicated.  Has enlargement of the prostate and symptoms of frequency, nocturia, stop and go incontinent but no infection, cloudiness or blood.  No hospital visit.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.
Review of System:  Done.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the diltiazem and Norvasc as the only blood pressure, on diabetes and cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure high 160/60 right-sided large cuff.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in December, creatinine 1.5 still within baseline for the last few years and GFR of 46 that will be a stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III for the most part stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Continue present regimen.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Blood pressure in the office is high.  He states at home has been in the 130s/60s, he needs to check.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
