Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a followup for Mr. Dodds with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in April.  No hospital visit.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, noticed HCTZ, potassium sparing diuretics and potassium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today high 160/78, at home 116/68.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries, creatinine 1.17, which is baseline representing a GFR of 51 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III and underlying hypertension.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Presently normal electrolytes.  No need for change of potassium in the diet.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Stable nutrition and calcium.  No activity in the urine for blood or protein.  No need for EPO treatment.  Come back in six months.  Check blood pressure at home and call me.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
