SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Wendy is a 63-year-old married Caucasian female living with her husband at 8239 Toepher, Warren, MI 48089. She described that she is doing all right as far as mood is concerned but she was attacked by a dog and so she fell and got injury to her left shoulder although she noticed some improvement but she has not seen her primary care physician. I further discussed it is important that she should make sure that she should be seen to make sure it is not fractured or any issue in her shoulder to which she agreed. The patient has been taking Abilify 15 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. She described the medication has been helping and she has no side effect of the medication. She describes she has sufficient supply of the medication. Therefore, she does not need any prescription I further explained that possible after next month I am going on vacation and if she feel discomfortable I will see her when I return from vacation in the later part of the March to which she agreed. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. Judgment and insight is improved.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, symptomatically stable, injury to left shoulder due to fall.

PLAN: I recommend she see primary care physician. Continue with supportive medication. A followup appointment was given in 30 to 60 days.
