CHIEF COMPLAINT: Lower abdominal pain.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 65-year-old gentleman who comes in complaining of lower abdominal pain, diarrhea, some severe pain when the pain hits him, he feels like he is going to throw up. No fever, but has had maybe chills, he does not know for sure. He had pain on Friday, went away on Saturday, went away on Sunday, then came back again today; very much consistent with nephrolithiasis, but he has never had one in the past. He did have a history of diverticulosis in the past. Urinalysis today shows 1.030 for specific gravity. No blood. No nitrites. No leukocytes. The ultrasound today is very interesting, he has got a very large cystic mass in the right lower abdomen that needs further evaluation especially given the amount of pain that he is in at this time. Toradol 60 mg was given before he actually was sent for a CT at the local emergency room for both CT and evaluation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Prostate cancer status post radiation, under care of Dr. Stokes. Hypogonadism under care of Dr. Stokes. Fatty liver, renal cysts and lab.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy, colonoscopy and some kind of arm surgery, elbow left side.
MEDICATIONS: Opposite page.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for CHF. No colon cancer. No lower abdominal cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a married. He vapes. He does not drink alcohol.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 230 pounds, up 3 pounds, temperature 98.6, O2 sat 91%, respirations 18, pulse 73, blood pressure 145/88.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Tenderness noted right lower quadrant despite having his appendectomy.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Abdominal pain.

2. Cystic mass, right lower quadrant.

3. CT needed now.
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4. HE WAS TOLD TO GO TO THE HCA EMERGENCY ROOM NOW for a CT. CBC, CMP and an emergency room evaluation.

5. Abdominal pain.

6. History of BPH.

7. Hypertension.

8. Hyperlipidemia.

9. History of sleep apnea.

10. History of hypogonadism.

11. History of prostate cancer.

12. All these are taken care of by Dr. Stokes and we did not manage anything except for the lower abdominal pain, which he was sent to the emergency room after the ultrasound showed very abnormal findings.
