HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 25-year-old young man who comes in complaining of right upper quadrant pain. The patient has had neck and back problems for some time. He has had MRI, CT scan and x-rays in the past. He is undergoing physical therapy with some help as well as with the help of Celebrex. He was having some upper abdominal pain, so the physical therapist sent him here for evaluation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Celebrex p.r.n. He used to take Naprosyn, but he is not taking that any longer.
ALLERGIES: Possible BACTRIM.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes and high blood pressure.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is married. He has two children. He is a mechanic, he does a lot of strenuous physical work.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. No sign of ascending cholangitis. No diarrhea or vomiting, but has had some food intolerance with fatty food for some time.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 198 pounds, temperature 98.1, O2 sat 98%, respirations 18, pulse 61, blood pressure 135/82.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Right upper quadrant pain. Abdominal ultrasound consistent with sludge in the gallbladder.

2. Gallbladder flush recommended.

3. Bentyl 20 mg q.8h. p.r.n. for pain.

4. Bland diet.

5. No antibiotic needed.

6. Call me in two days.

7. If not improved, may need a HIDA scan.

8. Findings discussed with the patient at length before leaving.
