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ADDENDUM: This 65-year-old gentleman was seen earlier today, was sent to the emergency room because of a large cyst in the lower abdomen right side. They told him that is a huge renal cyst, it has nothing to do with his nausea, vomiting and diarrhea at this time and the abdominal tenderness. There were no peritoneal findings, no peritonitis or any other issues. Dr. Stokes apparently has known about this cyst and he is following him. They gave him Zofran and Bentyl for his nausea, vomiting and abdominal pain. No kidney stones were seen, no hydronephrosis was seen as we did not see any on the ultrasound. I recommended for him to follow up with Dr. Stokes and get a copy of the CT scan today from HCA for Dr. Stokes to compare with previous CT and/or ultrasounds regarding the renal cyst because I found it to be huge and that needs to be followed up by a urologist on an outpatient basis, he and his wife agreed.
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
