


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Rash.

HPI: A 73-year-old gentleman who is currently on ceftriaxone 1 g q.12h. started 03/12/26 and will continue through 03/16/26. The patient’s UA returned positive for both Providencia stuartii and Proteus mirabilis organisms greater than 100,000 CFU with both organisms sensitive to ceftriaxone. The hall nurse tells me that the patient has had a rash on his backside that preceded the initiation of the antibiotic and it has somewhat increased. The patient denies any pruritus. He lies on his back all day every day and is not receptive to lying on his side or sitting up in a wheelchair to give his backside a break. Today when I went in to see him, nurse and aide were present who repositioned him so that I could take a look at his skin and the patient was cooperative.
DIAGNOSES: HTN, generalized anxiety disorder, urinary retention, hypothyroid, HLD, MDD, GERD, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, and unspecified arthritis.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.

ALLERGIES: TALWIN and ZINC.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Morbidly obese gentlemen lying in bed, disheveled in appearance.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/67, pulse 76, temperature 97.0, respirations 14, O2 sat 97%, and weight 240.4 pounds which is stable over the past week; however, it is an increase from 229 pounds approximately a month ago.

HEENT: Full thickness hair that was dirty, had glasses on, but skewed. He had facial hair that had not been shaved.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Obese. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

SKIN: He has a maculopapular rash at the very lower part of his back and then onto his buttocks. There are no pustules, no breakdown and no evidence of excoriation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Rash which is in a limited distribution, etiology unclear, maybe in part due to lying on his backside sweating and not showering on schedule as staff try to shower him. I am ordering triamcinolone cream to be placed on affected area and the patient will be given Pepcid 20 mg b.i.d. and Zyrtec 10 mg q.d. x 1 week.
