CC: Medication adjustments.
HPI: A 65-year-old gentleman with diagnosis of vascular dementia, arthritis of left shoulder, HTN, GERD, HLD, OSA, anxiety disorder, COPD, gout, MDD recurrent, unspecified bilateral hearing loss – has hearing aids with improvement, generalized muscle atrophy especially lower extremities, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and well-nourished gentleman, hard of hearing who is agreeable when he can hear.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/85, pulse 60, temperature 97.1, respirations 17, O2 sat 94%, height 6’1”, and weight 240.8 pounds with a BMI of 31.8.

RESPIRATORY: He has decreased bibasilar breath sounds with prolonged expiratory phase, a few fine wheezes bilateral mid back and smoker’s cough nonproductive.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He propels himself around in a manual wheelchair. He can self-transfer, but is recommended to use the call light.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He tries to read lips, but is not very good at it. He put his hearing aids in later and we still have to be close to him for him to hear. He understands information given. He talks loudly, not realizing the volume of his voice and seemed to calm down some, generally keeps to himself, is with the other residents when it comes to smoke time.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with a fair turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. COPD. Again defers nicotine patches or gum to help decrease his smoking. He states that he is going to continue to smoke. 
2. MDD and anxiety disorder, unspecified. Per pharmacy recommendations, we will do a trial of Seroquel decrease from 75 mg at h.s. to 50 mg and we will see how he does.
3. General care. He is current on labs with the last being 11/06, a mild anemia and he does have mild renal insufficiency. We will do a check next month and see how things have stabilized.
