The patient was seen via Doxy and consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 67-year-old married Caucasian male living with his wife at 15343 Petrie, Roseville, MI 48066. He reported that he has been doing good getting along with his wife. Denies any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. Denies any hallucination or any paranoid delusion. He described medication has been helping and he is doing good. He denies any side effect of the medication or any suicidal or homicidal ideation. Currently, he is on Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day, Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, and Seroquel 100 mg twice a day. A 30-day supply was ordered. He described that he has sufficient supply of the medication as he is getting prescription for 90 days. Therefore, he described he does not need any refills at this point. We will need medications at next followup appointment. The patient was educated about the medication, provided support and encouragement and insight into his ongoing issue with his wife, which may result due to the noncompliance with the medication therefore he is agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable.

PLAN: There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness. A 30-day supply was ordered. No medication was given. The patient was encouraged to compliance and try to be stable on medications to which he has agreed.
