Dear Dr. Power:
This is a followup for Linda who has chronic kidney disease, probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in September.  No hospital visit.  Chronic loose stools on Creon without any bleeding.  No nausea or vomiting.  No abdominal pain or fever.  Has lost few pounds 144 down to 137.  Not very physically active during the winter.  Denies syncope.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Problems of insomnia will discuss with you.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system done.  No blood pressure at home, but in the office apparently okay.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the lisinopril, HCTZ and amlodipine.  She is taking also oral Ozempic.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 132/58 on the right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Isolated premature beats.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.  She has eversion lower lids bilateral eyes.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries March, creatinine 1.46 still within baseline and GFR 36 stage IIIB.  Anemia 11.2.  Minor low sodium.  Normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors among other blood pressure medicines.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Tolerating Ozempic.  Chronic diarrhea not worse on pancreatic enzyme replacement.  Continue diabetes and cholesterol management.  Plan to see her back in six months.
