Dear Dr. Mohan:
This is a followup for Mr. Spence with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in September.  Very hard of hearing.  Hearing aids bilateral.  Edema compression stockings.  Sees cardiology Dr. Krepostman.  Sleep apnea on treatment consistently.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  Comes accompanied with wife.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc, Lasix, Cardura and losartan for blood pressure.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 120/50 on the left-sided.  Lungs are clear.  Has systolic murmur with prior valves repair.  Prior abdominal aortic repair.  No ascites or tenderness.  Stable edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, creatinine 1.68, which is baseline.  Stable anemia 12.9.  Present GFR of 38 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes.  Metabolic acidosis 19.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying hypertension.  No obstruction or severe urinary retention.  Blood pressure in the office well controlled.  Tolerating full dose of ARB losartan among others without any potassium abnormalities.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Presently no bicarbonate replacement.  No need to change diet.  No phosphorus binders.  No EPO treatment.  He is status post aorto-biiliac stent graft without any leakage.  No evidence of acute cardiovascular event.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
