Dear Dr. Reichmann:
This is a followup for Mr. Gamber who has light change amyloidosis with chronic kidney disease.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Last visit in December.  Preparing for an autologous stem cell transplant at University of Michigan on the next few weeks.  He is complaining of fatigue and some degree of dyspnea.  Has morbid obesity.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or changes in urination.  No bleeding.  Presently no chest pain, cough or sputum production.  No orthopnea or PND.  Has been treated with cyclophosphamide, Velcade monoclonal antibodies, for blood pressure Demadex and losartan.  Beta-blockers are discontinued because of depression.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 268 and blood pressure running high 156/95.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  There is morbid obesity.  Stable edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from March, anemia 9.1 and large red blood cells 102.  Low platelet count, mild.  Low lymphocytes.  Creatinine 1.98, which is in the good side of his baseline for a GFR 37 stage IIIB.  Low protein and low albumin.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Stable metabolic acidosis with high chloride.  Corrected calcium normal.  Liver function test not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:  Light change amyloidosis on active treatment, chronic kidney disease and nephrotic syndrome.  Upcoming autologous stem cell transplantation.  No indication for dialysis today.  Blood pressure in the upper side but very anxious.  Continue present regimen.  Check blood pressure at home.  If hematology Dr. Akkad or University of Michigan do not oppose, we can give him some EPO treatment.  I probably not ongoing to see him after bone marrow transplant accomplished on the next couple of months.  Best wishes to him.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
