CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted to the hospital with second degree heart block with symptoms of lightheadedness. The patient was seen by cardiologist on emergency basis and underwent pacemaker placement without wires. Postoperatively the patient did well. He was observed in the cardiac unit. The following day the patient was ambulatory and no more lightheadedness. Vital signs are stable. The patient has a history of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and was continued on Eliquis. The patient was then discharged home. Now he has no more symptoms and feeling much better. The patient came today with his wife.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, lightheadedness, chest pain, short of breath, irregular fast heartbeat, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and he is on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day. The patient has no bleeding episodes.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg tablet one tablet daily by mouth along with low-fat diet. 
The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on metformin 500 mg tablet one tablet daily by mouth along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan 100 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on omeprazole 40 mg tablet one tablet daily before meal along with bland diet.

The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on sertraline 50 mg tablet one tablet daily by mouth.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or substance abuse; otherwise he is very active.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his wife and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
