This 76-year-old woman was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. The goal of the visit was face-to-face, which will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in her fourth benefit period from 02/11/2026 to 04/11/2026.
Joyce is a 76-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of heart failure. The patient requires O2 to maintain O2 sat around 90-93%. The patient is quite weak. She is eating less. Appetite is diminished. PPS score is at 40%. Appetite is down to 20 to 30% of meals. PPS remains at 40. The patient maintains O2 sat via 2-3 liters of oxygen around 90-94%. The patient’s MAC on the left side has dropped to 28 cm. The patient has history of bilateral pulmonary embolism, increased shortness of breath with activities, shortness of breath at rest, impaired mobility and decreased appetite. Joyce’s primary caregiver is her son, Mr. Demetrius Odell, who tells me that mother is showing decreased cognition and physical decline associated with weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, missing meals, confusion and weakness. She also suffers from hypertension, hyperlipidemia, constipation, urinary incontinence, ADL dependency, difficulty with ambulation, gastroesophageal reflux and high risk of fall, requires pain medications on regular basis because of the pain in her hips and back area. She definitely has impaired mobility, shortness of breath; 2 liters of oxygen keeps her O2 sat around 94-95%, pedal edema related to her right-sided heart failure and decreased appetite consistent with drop in her L-MAC. The patient remains hospice appropriate. The patient definitely shows decline in her cognition and physical ability and most likely has less than six months to live if her disease process is continued unchecked.
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
