HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 66-year-old gentleman, originally from Arkansas, married for 35 years and has eight children. He quit smoking some time ago. He used to smoke over a pack a day. He has extensive history of ETOH use in the past as well. He has history of COPD, hypertension, chronic pain, DJD, anxiety and BPH.
The patient has had history of neck fusion in the past with neuropathy and radiculopathy type symptoms in his upper extremities.
He is ADL independent, is continent of bowel and bladder. He was involved in a motor vehicle accident in April 2025 where he was the driver and he sustained multiple injuries to his neck, back and upper and lower extremities. Prior to this injury, he also has history of neck fusion causing his chronic pain and radiculopathy.
The patient also has a history of broken ribs that was in MVA and continues to have pain over his ribs.
HOSPITALIZATION: Last hospitalization occurred in April 2025 because of his motor vehicle accident.

MEDICATIONS: Include Xanax 1 mg p.r.n. anxiety, Senna for constipation, Flomax for BPH 0.4 mg. The patient is also on Vicodin for chronic pain. He is on hydrocodone/acetaminophen 10/325 mg four times a day for pain. Also, include inhalers for his COPD.
ALLERGIES: None.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a 66-year-old gentleman, appears in mild to moderate distress related to pain.
VITAL SIGNS: His blood pressure was 137/97, pulse 80, respirations 22 and O2 sat 96%.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is a 66-year-old gentleman with history of COPD, tobacco abuse, maintaining oxygen at rest; with activity, the oxygen drops in the low 90s. He also has chronic pain related to his neck pain, neuropathy, radiculopathy and history of fractured ribs related to most recent motor vehicle accident. He requires pain medication and anxiety medication for his shortness of breath. His air hunger and his symptoms of pain, radiculopathy and neuropathy both related to the accident and related to his spinal surgery prior to the accident. Overall prognosis is poor for this gentleman. He is trying to quit smoking as best as he can and that was discussed with him at length during this evaluation.
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
