Ms. Watkins is in her seventh benefit period from 02/07/2026 to 04/07/2026. The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation today, which will be shared with the hospice medical director.
This is a 91-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of combined systolic and diastolic congestive heart failure, weight loss, decreased appetite, hypertensive heart disease, chronic kidney disease, COPD, cerebral ischemia, history of CVA, tremors, radiculopathy, history of chronic low back pain and history of falls. Her daughter, Jeanetta, tells me that she is definitely getting weaker. She is becoming more confused. She has a PPS of 40%. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is at FAST score of 6E. The patient is oriented to person all the time and to place sometimes. She eats about 20% of her meals. The decreased appetite has caused L-MAC of 27 cm consistent with weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. She shows decreased mentation, decreased activity, lying in bed most of the day and sleeping 12 to 14 hours a day. Jeanetta tells me that they see the decline, but they also understand that she is 91 years old and that is very appropriate. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate at this time.
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
