CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here for refills. No problems. History of hypertension, high lipid disease and peripheral arterial disease with recent placement of multiple stents in both lower extremities using vein. He was on Wellbutrin in the past to help stop smoking, still smoking three-quarters of cigarettes. Cautioned about emesis and stopped Wellbutrin. He still continues to smoke after cutting down to five cigarettes a day, while in hospital 10, now 15 a day.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Dehiscence of left lower medial catheter incision with incomplete closure of inferior aspect with no definite drainage. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

PLAN: The patient was advised to follow up with cardiologist, be seen here in three months for future evaluation. Again, I strongly encouraged to stop smoking. He states daughter and wife also smoke with nicotine addiction in addition to hypertension, peripheral arterial disease, and diabetes. Medications refilled. Follow up in three months, to see cardiologist in a couple of months for refills of Eliquis and additional evaluation.
